Choose a topic related to Information Security.  The professor must approve your topic.  You are to read a minimum of three resources and report on your topic.  The resources can be books, web pages, magazine articles, newspaper articles, on-line articles, or E-mail messages from a list serve.  You should make every attempt to have at least one resource from the year 2000 or later.

You will be required to present your topic to the class.  The presentation should be ten to fifteen minutes in length.  Visual aids and/or handouts would enhance any presentation.  The research topics presented will be included in the test material.

The following are the due dates for this project:

1. Topic Approval – The professor must approve your topic by Friday, September 13, 2002.  You may either e-mail your topic idea to me or discuss it with me in person (before or after class or during my office hours).  

2. Topic Summary – You must hand in a typed summary of your topic on Wednesday, October 23, 2002.  This will include a title, a brief 1-2 paragraph summary of your topic, and the resources used for your research.  This should be no more than 2 pages in length.  Type this in word-processing software and double-space.  Be sure to include your name on this.

3. Presentation – You must do a 10 – 15 minute presentation of your topic to the class.  We will begin presentations on Monday, November 4, 2002.  You will be assigned a day for your presentation.  We will do one presentation per class period (two on a few days if necessary).  I will look for volunteers to start the presentations and the rest will be assigned by a random drawing.
