ASP Project – E-Commerce Application

Due:  May 2, 2002

You are to create an e-commerce application that will allow users to browse an on-line catalog of Olympic memorabilia.  You should have an initial web page for the application.  This page should have the company name on it, useful information and possibly some interesting pictures so the user will want to browse the catalog and hopefully purchase items.  You will need several other web pages in your application.  

Items that must be in your application are:

1. The main page

2. The capability for the user to browse the catalog by selecting categories and possibly sub-categories so they can see various products

3. The capability for the user to do a search for a product

4. A shopping cart so the user can purchase products

5. A way to contact the company (a form or a contact information page)

6. A page to create an account (must enter first name, last name, username, and password)

7. A login page – the user can either click a button to login or they will be required to login as soon as they try to purchase an item (add it to their shopping cart)

8. The capability for the user to see their shopping cart (orders with no value in the date field)

9. The capability for the user to check the status of completed orders.  The possible status values are:  S – Shipped, B – backordered, P – pulled from inventory and ready to be shipped, C – completed (shipped and payment received).

You will have to calculate the shipping and handling cost for each order.  This will be calculated as follows:  0-5 pounds –> free, 5.1 –> 10 pounds $3.25, 10.1 – 15 pounds -> 6.45, and over 15 pounds -> 9.95.

You will also have to calculate tax for each order.  The company is located in PA so you will charge a 6% tax for all non-clothing items.  Determine if an item is taxable by looking at the taxable field in the Products table.  If the taxable field is Y or true (I will let you know which value to test for), then apply tax to that item.

The database will be created for you and placed in your account.  It will be called store.mdb.  The database layout is provided to show you the table and field names.   

The code necessary for database connection and queries will be provided for you.  You will just have to insert this code at the proper places in your ASP code/web pages.  This includes code to:

· Connect to the database

· Query the database by category and sub-category

· Search the database for a specific item(s)

· Add records to the database for a customer order

· Query the database for order information
