Labs:

Each week students will work in groups to complete lab assignments.   The labs will consist of hands-on work in creating a network, setting up clients and servers, installing and configuring services on the server, installing and configuring various security technologies, and troubleshooting network problems and traffic.   Students will hand in individual assignments related to the labs.   

Project:

Students will work in group settings to complete a network and client/server configuration.   The final project will consist of a client, server and firewall in a switched network environment.   Each step in completing the steps of the project (weekly labs) will be fully documented.   Each group is required to hand in a final notebook with complete documentation on the various labs to complete the project.  

Class Participation:

This course is intended to involve a lot of class discussion and class labs.  Every student is expected to participate in the class discussions as well as the class labs.  Attendance, completed homework and doing the readings do not constitute class participation.  Students must participate in the discussions and in completing the group labs/project.

Academic Dishonesty:


All students should familiarize themselves with the Academic Dishonesty policy in the Key.   Any student copying work or giving work to another student will receive a zero for that assignment and will be referred to the department chairperson.

Attendance:
