Worksheet 1 - Review
1. There is a one-to-one correspondence between a point in the plane and an ordered pair of numbers. Sketch a set of coordinate axes and plot the points: (-2, 3), (1, 4), (3, -1) and (-2, -3).
2. Every straight line lying in the xy-plane can be represented by a linear equation involving the variables x and y. Sketch the straight line defined by the linear equation: 4x-2y+5=0, and find the points where it cuts the x-axis and y-axis. 
3. The solution of a system of linear equations corresponds to the intersection point of straight lines. Find the intersection point of the straight lines with equations 2x+3y=6 and x-3y=4.
