Campus Beautification Committee
Meeting – September 27, 2007

Membership:  Turcella Sabatino resigned from the committee.  Mark Mahosky to be confirmed for committee membership.  Pat McLoughlin agreed to be chair.

Mission Statement:  Ron Yoder will supply the Campus Beautification Committee Mission Statement for our review.  

Current Campus Activity:  20 trees designated (identified as damaged) to come down were removed recently, with more damaged trees to follow.  A study commissioned by facilities for an arborist to recommend replacement trees for the main part of campus will be extended to other parts of the campus.   Professors Mapes and Sacchi will work with facilities, and the arborist within the tree policy to facilitate this process.  Tree plates are still needed around campus.  Facilities is trying to hire an arborist for the grounds crew.
Suggestions are needed from the beautification committee for The Recreation Center “hill” and the front of Keystone.  The new plantings will be maintained by facilities.  A suggestion was made to consider native specimens and mass plantings.

And the Survey said …:  Committee members suggested a survey be conducted across campus regarding the placement of benches near the academic buildings. 

Smoke or Not To Smoke:  Discussion evolved toward establishing a smoke-free zone around each building while being sensitive to the needs of smokers and non-smokers alike.  Walking through cigarette smoke to get into a building is sometimes difficult.  Because the smoking policy is a hot topic that impacts safety, health, housing and beautification, this issue might need an inter-departmental approach.  A gradual approach to any change was recommended.

Speed Bumps on Internal Driveways:  Trying to provide a safe environment for walkers and other vehicles, it was suggested that speed bumps be installed throughout campus.

Art on Campus:   Many outdoor sculptures donated by Phil Berman are scattered across campus.  Facilities oversees their maintenance and noted that some are designed to rust.  Ron Yoder and Mark Mahosky volunteered to create a list of these sculptures and locations.  Mark will also speak with Dan Talley to identify art work within the buildings.
Building Design:  Does the committee have any input when new buildings are designed or renovations made to existing buildings?  Ron Yoder mentioned that the Academic Forum building was designed to reflect some of the architectural features of other buildings on campus.
