Minutes reviewed and approved.

Campus Art Work:  Mark Mahosky searched and assessed the outside art work on campus.  The limited number of sculptures across campus are in ok condition, probably from the 1970s, not contemporary, no dates posted.  After the Phil Berman years, nothing has been donated.  Is there a maintenance policy for these pieces?  There wasn’t a requirement that sculpture be part of the new Sharadin Building.  Discussed the possibility of setting a long-range goal of cultivating a patron or donor for outdoor sculpture.  Also briefly discussed the need to create a campus map and list of what and where sculptures are located.  No policy in existence that we know of re type of sculpture accepted.  Mark will look into the possibility of using students to work with the committee to track what is here, in conjunction with Dan Talley – maybe a work study student; apply for funding from PASSHE or Foundation grant.  We still need to look at the art within the buildings on campus.  
Arbor:  The plan requires replacement of trees taken down to be replaced somewhere on campus.  There is probably 10 years of additional building construction on campus:  Risley Hall to come down, Schaeffer to expand, new Lytle Building, Heating and garage to come down, new Maintenance Building, parking lots moved to the periphery of campus.  More trees won’t be planted in the DMZ because it is used for activities, but trees will be planted around the new residence hall. 

Memorial Garden:  Could a site be reserved on campus as a memorial site? 
Signage-Lighting-Flags:   The chain around the Alumni Plaza is to direct traffic to pathways in an attempt to save the green space on campus.  Suggestions were made about other areas:  the pathway around Rothermel is too narrow and needs to be widened; add KU flags around the DMZ and on lampposts across campus; brighter signage on buildings; pedestrian directional signs across campus especially as you move deeper into campus; lights on the four KU signs as you enter campus.  Increase the Golden Bear signs across campus as a way to increase pride in being part of the KU community.  Why are the directional signs on Main Street only one-sided?  Chris will bring suggestions to the next meeting regarding the flags on lampposts and DMZ.
