Committee of Committees Representative:  Dina Hayduk explained the operational guidelines and available support from the Committee on Committees, ask that we keep the Senate informed of what we are doing.  Contact either Ted Hickman or Dina with questions etc.

Kyle Quinn Memorial Garden:  Discussion about the need for a memorial garden for Kyle and other students who die while enrolled at KU.  Original thought was to use the Bell Plaza as a site for the memorial garden.  However, does the presence of the Bell prohibit another use for the plaza?  What form would the memorial take.  Would it be limited to students who die, what about alumni?  A proposal by Pat McLoughlin suggested using the Lytle courtyard, since Lytle isn’t being torn down.  Discussion about the limited access and awareness of the courtyard changed this approach to not include the memorial but making the courtyard more pleasing by displaying proper plantings and some art work.  Mark Mahosky is exploring the possibility of making the space into a rock or peaceful zen garden with help from students.  No digging is plan, just placement of materials, break-up concrete around the maple trees.  Maybe an outside venue for student display of art; check with Phoebe Adams when she returns from sabbatical.  A motion accepted from the committee to get student involvement in helping with this project – Karen and Mark will work on this.  Project is to be minimal upkeep, include place to sit.  Nao Matsamatu who is replacing Phoebe this term, might be a contact.  The Memorial Garden is still under discussion.
Flags/Banners/Lights:   Safety, beautification and customer service are still an issue for areas on campus.  A move to recommend improved signage and lighting of buildings; additional campus maps; and walking directions for major pedestrian corridors was accepted by the committee.  Committee assignment wasn’t discussed.
